Mrs Ellul explained that the Malta Chamber has been aware for some time that local 
entrepreneurs have adopted a very professional approach towards franchise ς and this is 
confirmed by international franchisors.  This approach must be better exploited for the benefit 
of business and the country.   

 During her presentation, Ms Farrah Rose, Director, The International Franchising Centre 
stated that in order for a company to franchise, it needs a sound and successful domestic 
operation, as well as a vision and commitment to a long-term project, which would include a 
five year development plan - and budget. As per the situation in Malta, she noted that there is 
a willingness to cooperate and learn, as well as potential for franchise acquisition and

The event was opened by the 
President of the Malta Chamber, 
Mrs. Helga Ellul, who spoke of how 
the importance of China was 
reflected in an interest from the 
membership in learning more about 
China. Hereafter, the talks were 
guided by Ms. Vanessa Macdonald, 
Following each of the speakers; there 
were sessions of debate, where both 
the speakers and the participants 
contributed to a number of topical 
issues, namely: 
 

¶ China and Corporate Social Responsibility ς to what extent should SMEs concern 
themselves with geo-economical, environmental and social issues in China? 

¶ Investing in China ς a stage process or "taking the leap"?  

¶ The Great Wall of China ς what are the barriers to investing in China?  
 

Mr, Biao Wang, owner of Camellia Universal Limited (China Business & Investment Advisors) 
a leading International Business platform between the West and China consulting with European 
and American companies on doing business with China, gave participants an introduction to the 
attractiveness of China, both as a base for sourcing materials and labour, but also as a market.  

 

Mr. Colin Tabone, former Managing Director of W.E.T. Automotive shared with the audience 
a step-by-step plan for investing in China, and also his own experiences in setting up 
manufacturing and sales in China.  

 

Finally, Mr. Gaetano Sammut, Senior Trade and Supply Chain Manager at HSBC Malta 
presented the findings of a report entitled "Looking East", which was commissioned by HSBC and 
focused on the Eastern Economies in the coming decades. 

 

The scope of the event was to generate discussion and debate among the participants, and 
the Internationalisation Desk is pleased to note that a healthy discussion did in fact take place, 
with relevant feedback collected. Following this successful event and the positive feedback given 
from participants, the Desk will continue to disseminate information and generated debate on 
this important issue.

This was part of an EU 
funded programme led by EURO-
CHAMBRES, designed to increase 
the understanding of China for Euro-
pean businesses, especially small 
and medium enterprises.

Last week, Malta Chamber President Mrs Helga Ellul formed part of a delegation to 
Romania, led by the President of Malta, Dr. George Abela. Foreign Affairs Minister 
Tonio Borg and Malta Enterprise Executive Chairman Mr Alan Camilleri also formed part 
of the delegation. 

 
A highlight of the visit was the Memorandum of Understanding signed between the 

Malta Chamber, represented by Mrs Ellul, and the Chamber of Commerce and Industry 
of Romania represented by their President, Mr Mihail M. Vlasov. Through this co-
operation agreement, both Chambers have agreed to co-operate actively with the 
principal aim of promoting trade, investment and business co-operation opportunities 
amongst the business communities in the respective countries.   

 
During the Business Forum, participants were addressed by Mr Vlasov, as well as the 

State Secretary from the Romanian Ministry of Economy, and H.E Dr. Abela.  A number 
of presentations were made by members of the Maltese delegation, including Mrs Ellul 
who gave a two-pronged presentation: on the role of the Malta Chamber, as well as her 
own experience in Malta as an investor, and the benefits offered by our country.  

 
Following these presentations, and a question and answer session, a number of 

Romanian businessmen were given the opportunity to mix with the Maltese 
institutional delegation and discuss particular issues.  

State Visit to Romania

On Thursday 7th October the 
Malta Chamber Business Education 
Committee held a seminar with 
special guest speakers Professor 
Patricia Leighton, Visiting Professor 
at Hertfordshire University and 
Leicester University, UK, and Dott. 
Tonio Portughese, Director, ST Malta 
Board of Directors, and Human 
Resource and External Relations 

Director. The seminar was led by Ms. 
Antoinette Caruana, Malta Chamber Business 
Education Chairperson.  

 

During her presentation, Prof. Leighton gave 
an overview of EU business and employment 
trends. She stated that across the EU there is 
9.5% unemployment, which is not rising, but 
unfortunately there is little job creation.  The 
worst hit have been skilled manual workers, 
young people, SMEs, especially in 
construction, retail, and leisure/tourism, and 
temporary staff. 

 

Prof. Leighton also gave a few examples of 
organisational, governmental and EU 
responses to recent/current economic 
problems. These included fewer 
ǊŜŘǳƴŘŀƴŎƛŜǎΣ ǊŀǘƘŜǊ Ψ/ǳǘ ƘƻǳǊǎ-Ŏǳǘ ǇŀȅΩ ōǳǘ 
with state support to make up the gap, leave 
and return schemes, lay-offs, and pay 
reductions. 

 

In looking at demographics, a major 
challenge facing all EU states, with declining 
birth rates and longer life expectancy, Prof. 
Leighton said that it is estimated that the cost 
of ageing will be ten times higher than that of 

the recent/current financial crisis. In 
Malta currently 9.3% of GDP is spent on 
elder care. The policy makers make a 
number of suggestions, ranging from 
extending working life; ending incentives 
for early retirement, focusing on training 
and retraining for older workers; 
providing flexible hours, and Improving 
attitudes towards saving, investment, 
pensions and generally improve financial 
literacy. 
 

In his presentation, Dott. Portughese said 
that the current constraints Malta is facing 
include strong competition especially from 
Asian Plants with their advantages of lower 
operational costs and manufacturing 
discipline. However, Malta can be the most 
technologically advanced assembly operation 
of the company. Furthermore, our 
geographical situation, close to large R&D 
centres and product development main 
centres, makes it attractive to develop new 
processes, products or materials. The site 
teams have also demonstrated a good ability 
to improve the manufacturing performance, 
which is constantly being optimised.  

 

Dott. Portughese added that in order for the 
Malta Plant to respond to the challenges it is 
facing, there are a number of goals which 
must be addressed, such as offsetting the gap 
in labour and reduce operating costs vis-à-vis 
Asian Plants through higher investments in 
automation, technological upgrading, multi-
skilling, productivity, and Enriching the

continuing to upgrade the engineering assets
